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Salute 
Object: To be the player with the most cards at the end of the game

 

Materials:  one deck of cards (per three players). REMOVE Jokers, Kings, Queens, and Jacks or use ten frame cards

Directions:

1. Students are in groups of three. A player will shuffle the cards and place them face down in a stack in the middle of the group.

2. One player is called the coach.  The other two players sit facing each other. Players DO NOT LOOK at their own cards. Without looking at their card, the COACH  counts to three and players put the card on their forehead (they still don’t see their own card)

3. Coach announces the sum (k-2) or product (3-5) of the two cards.

4. The players have to figure out what card is on their forehead by using the other player’s card for help.

5. Whoever correctly calls out their card first wins that round. The coach makes sure the answer is correct.

6. The player who correctly calls first gets both cards.  

7. Players switch roles. Repeat steps two through six. 

8. Players switch roles again.  Repeat steps two through six. After this round each student should have been the coach once and the player with the card on their forehead twice.

9. Continue to play until all of the cards have been used. The player with the most cards at the end of the game, wins.

 

Variation: Use Jokers, Kings, Queens, and Jacks

Jokers= 0
Kings= 13
Queens= 12
Jacks= 11
